UPDATED ASSESSMENT OF ST. KITTS & NEVIS COUNTRY REPORT

Based on the last assessment done on the Questionnaire of the Second Multilateral Round pertaining to St. Kitts & Nevis, by predecessor expert additional information was required namely:

In addition it was recommended, by the predecessor expert, that the following be addressed:
1. A definition of violence against women be made in its law or national  policy

2. The formulation of a national policy that articulates commitment to ending all forms of violence against women, measures to be undertaken, mechanisms for the coordination and implementation and, procedures for monitoring of the implementation of the plan

3. Legislative reform that addresses 

a. Marital rape

b. Sexual harassment

c. The use of extra-judicial settlements to violence against women and girls

d. Femicide

e. Violence perpetuated by the state

4. Identification and calculation of annual budgetary allocations to the processes, programmes and activities aimed at combating violence against women, whether expended by the Ministry with direct responsibility for women’s affairs or other Ministries and departments 

5. Develop a mechanism to conduct, promote, support research, collect and compile statistics so as to assist in indentifying issues, making programming decisions, and tracking progress over time.

It is unclear whether the legislation requested and the details of the UNIFEM project mentioned were provided.

The CEVI again congratulate St. Kitts & Nevis for submitting the required further responses to the questionnaire as it continues to participate in the process of monitoring the implementation of the Convention of Belem do Para.  

The Questionnaire, comprising seven (7) main sections (Legislation, National Plan, Access to Justice, Specialized Services, Budget, Information Statistics and Other), is to assist in the evaluation of the measures the country of St. Kitts and Nevis has taken to date to combat violence against women.

From the previous assessment, it is observed that St. Kitts and Nevis, based on the questions answered initially in the questionnaire was evaluated on measures taken in: 

· Legislation – 6 of the 12 questions in that section answered ( 4,5,6,7,11 and 12 were not answered)

· National Plans – 2 of the 5 questions in that section answered ( 13, 16 and 17 were not answered)

· Access to Justice – 0 of 7 questions in that section answered ( 18 through 24 were not answered

· Specialized Services – 0 of the 4 questions in that section answered ( 25 through 28 were not answered) 

· Budget- 2 of the 2 questions in that section answered 

· Information and Statistics – 4 of 6 questions in that section answered 

This report seeks to analyze the subsequent responses to the initial unanswered questions; further analysis if necessary on the previously answered questions; and exploration of the application of the recommendations of the initial assessment (mentioned above).
RESPONSE EVALUATION
I. LEGISLATION
Notwithstanding the fact that though ratified, the Convention of Belem do Para has not been incorporated into the local laws of St. Kitts and Nevis there is a number of pieces of legislation that attempts to deal with the punishment, prevention and eradication of violence against women.

The clearly identified legislation that deals directly with or touch and concern violence against women being Domestic Violence Act of 2000, amended in 2005; Offences Against the Person Act Cap 4.21and; Criminal Law Amendment Act 

The above mentioned pieces of legislation deal mainly with types of violence (Domestic Violence Act) and the prosecution of acts that generally violate and offend a person (Offences Against a Person Act and Criminal Law Amendment Act).

Reference is made to legislation that contains provisions that deal with international trafficking in persons, especially women.  It is somewhat unclear what legislation is being referred to as it has not been specifically named. Reference has also been made to Human Trafficking Legislation.  It is unclear as to whether this is national, or international law, adopted and passed in 2008.

None of the existing legislation attempts to define violence against women or attempts to distinguish violence against women from intra family, family or domestic violence.  The Domestic Violence Act, the substantive legislation and its amendment, gives examples of violence in a domestic setting.

It appears that there is an absence of legislation, whether national or international, adopted that deals with:

a. Forced prostitution

b. Sexual harassment in the workplace, health, education or any other sector of the state.

c. Sexual violence within a marriage or common law union. It appears that where applicable the Domestic Violence Act is applied, but apart from the Domestic Violence Act no other existing legislation addresses violence within the marriage or common law unions.

d. Protection of the sexual and reproductive rights of women. Whereas criminally abortion simpliciter is a crime and punishable under the criminal law, no provision appears to have been made to deal with matters touching and concerning abortion. There is a provision for emergency contraception to women but it is unclear whether this provision and any other sexual and reproductive rights are protected by legislation.

II. NATIONAL PLANS
St. Kitts & Nevis unequivocally does not have an action plan and/or strategy for the prevention, punishment and eradication of violence against women within the state. No state or civil society initiative or participation mentioned.  There is no evidence of collaborative efforts with any public relations agencies, including media, to promote the contents of the convention.

 Without such it would be impossible to determine from a national point of view whether, the topic and forms, of violence against women are being, or will be addressed, evaluated and monitored.  No indication has been given as to whether a national action plan is in conception stages and/or if steps are being taken to formulate one.

Mention has been made of plans to offer training on Gender Base Violence, a project funded by UNIFEM, to all mentioned stakeholders.  No clear detail or time guideline has been given as it pertains to the specifics of this project.  As a result an assessment of the project’s efficacy and relevance cannot be made.

III. ACCESS TO JUSTICE 
Based on the information provided it is somewhat difficult to effectively analyze the justice system within St. Kitts & Nevis and its accessibility for women who are victims of violence with a need to have ready access to the system.  An effective and functioning judiciary is imperative to give effect to the existing laws and policies that exist.  

With no evidence or indication of any assessment and/or studies available on the effectiveness of the judiciary in its application of the principles governing the Convention and its use, it would be difficult to ascertain the effect of implementing the Convention

It may be deduced that this can be attributed to the lack of effective measures to monitor and maintain a data collection systems within the various entities directly or indirectly involved with the justice system.

 “Citizens and residents of St. Kitts and Nevis have easy access to justice for women” (answer to question 19) offers little assistance in determining whether there has been an increase in entities to receive complaints; the administrative provisions area adequate and; rural and indigenous afro-descendant women’s ability to access the justice system in cases where there is violence against women.

It may be informative, and also assist this process, if the existing number of entities that presently exists with the responsibility of receiving complaints in relation to violence against women could have been provided.

It may also be of great assistance if the administrative provisions presently existing within St. Kitts and Nevis under the areas identified were provided.  This would have provided a broader picture and a base to make an initial assessment of the nation’s access to justice.

An identification of the limited provisions as mentioned, would again further assist in a better analysis of the nation’s ability and effectiveness of its mechanisms used to protect women, relatives and/or witnesses in cases of violence.  No information is provided on what provisions are presently in place and the effectiveness of these provisions

IV. SPECIALIZED SERVICES
The answers given under this section are very limited and vague and as a result a clear assessment of all or any specialized services cannot be effectively done.  There is no government shelter for women who are victims of violence.  It is unclear as what the free specialized services provided are, as there is no identification of the specialized services offered, so an increase of these services cannot be effectively assessed.  It is obvious that there are information campaigns to promote the services offered, but the absence of an evaluation of the services offered and the effectiveness of the campaigns make it difficult to give an analysis.

V. BUDGET
The observations of the previous expert is adopted as it pertains to budgetary allocations to programs to combat violence against women in St. Kitts & Nevis

VI. INFORMATION AND STATISTICS
It has been evident that St. Kitts & Nevis has not, within recent times, conducted any surveys as it pertains to violence against women.  Even though there is evidence that information and statistics exist it is admitted that it is in a dis-aggregated form.  There is evidence of consultation between and among agencies that might most likely be in possession of data, but there appears to be no system of data collection, compiling and the generation of timely reports.  Notwithstanding that, data for documented cases over the last four years have been provided. 

VII. OTHER
Again, the observations and commendations of the previous expert is adopted in terms of the state’s advances to have in place legislation to deal with maternity benefits and the ability of adolescent mothers to return to the mainstream school system

RECOMMENDATIONS:

St. Kitts & Nevis is commended for the completion of the questionnaire with an attempt of all the listed questions. Noting the importance of the judiciary in assisting in giving efficacy to the laws and policies that would be put in place to eradicate violence against women through punishment and prevention, a greater emphasis needs to be placed on the vagueness of the answers given under the section dealing with access to justice.

The recommendations of the previous expert is accepted and adopted for the purposes of the completion of this assessment.  In addition, it is recommended as follows:
1. That in order to provide a further and more comprehensive assessment the following be provided

a. Human Trafficking Legislation referred to in question 4.
b. The mechanisms as listed in question 20 that are currently in place in the protection for cases involving violence against women.
c. The specialized services provided by the government as outlined in question 26.
2. An urgent approach to the creation of a national action plan and/or strategy comprehensive enough to cater for legislation reform, data collection and analysis to deal with all encompassing areas of prevention, punishment and eradication of all forms of violence against women.

	Comments CNA:

The Trafficking in Persons (Prevention) Act 2008 contains provisions which deal with the prevention and punishment of forced prostitution. It is consistent with the Rome Statute. Reference is made to Section 5 (1) of the said Act, which was adopted on September 24th, 2008.

	Comments CNA:

A Submission from the Ministry of Gender Affairs was sent to Cabinet in 2001, to have a Sexual Harassment Bill drafted and debated in parliament.

There are recommended provisions in the new public sector legislation of 2010, for dealing with sexual harassment,  these regulations are in process and have not yet been finalized for publication.


7. Has sexual violence within marriage and common-law unions been defined as a specific crime? 
	Comments CNA:

Yes, this is dealt with under Section 5 of the Domestic Violence Act, No. 3 of 2000 and section 3 (e) of the Domestic Violence (Amendment) Act, No. 10 of 2005.

a) Rape within marriage and common-law unions has been criminalized. 
	Comments CNA:

While there is no Act specifically criminalizing rape in marriages and common law unions, by virtue of the Offences against the Person Act Cap 4.21 rape is criminalized and rape within marriages and common law unions would be dealt with under this piece of legislation. Further with the pronouncement in the House of Lords’ case of R v. R [199] 1 A. C. 599 rape within marriage is recognized as an offence.


b) Other forms of sexual violence within marriage and common-law unions have been criminalized. If such a provision exists, kindly provide information about the dates of adoption and entry into force, and the text itself. If not, which measures have been taken to include this crime in national law?

	Comments CNA:

Section 5 of the Domestic Violence Act, No. 3 of 2000 and section 3 (e) of the Domestic Violence (Amendment) Act, No. 10 of 2005 address the issue of sexual violence within marriage and common law unions. That Act was passed in Parliament on January 11, 2000. Also a draft protocol which deals with domestic violence, including sexual violence, is being developed. The Ministry has received the first draft of the Response and Complaint Protocol and another consultation is schedule to follow shortly, before the finalization of the document. 


Question 11, on page 5 (Source Ministry of Health)
(11) Are there any provisions to protect sexual and reproductive rights of women? 

	Comments CNA:

While there is no legislation specifically dealing with the protection of sexual and reproductive rights of women, Section 7 of the Constitution of the Federation of St. Christopher (St. Kitts) and Nevis states that “a person shall not be subjected to torture or to inhuman or degrading punishment, or other like treatment.” There is also an established practice at health care facilities which requires the consent of the party prior to procedures taking place.  Further, under the public health care system, certain gynecological and obstetrical services, for example, pap smears and prenatal care are offered at no cost to patients.




a) Are there provisions that criminalize obstetric violence? 
	Comments CNA:

While no provision exists, the practice is to obtain the consent of all patients prior to any medical procedure taking place. 


b) Punish public functionaries who prevent women, girls, and female adolescents from taking proper care of their sexual and reproductive health-
	Comments CNA: 

In St. Kitts-Nevis the public heath care system provides reproductive and sexual health care at no cost.  All women are eligible to partake of these benefits and are free to do so.


c) Are there any provisions decriminalizing abortion as a result of rape?
	Comments CNA:

No.


d) Are there any provisions decriminalizing therapeutic abortion?  

	Comments CNA:

No.

	Comments CNA:

While there is no legislation specifically governing this issue reference is made to Section 7 of the Constitution referred to above and further in practice, no procedures are performed without informed consent.

	Comments CNA:

There is an established practice where women are allowed free access to emergency contraceptives at hospitals and clinic in St. Kitts/Nevis.

	Comments CNA:

This area is not legislated, however in practice such care is provided.

A Multi-Sectorial Approach has been used, which involved contributions from the public & private sectors and civil society.

Presently, there is no formal agreement, but there is a working relationship between the Ministry of Gender Affairs and the media. There has been collaboration with the media and other agencies to promote Women’s Rights. This is done twice annually, during the celebration of International Women’s Day and the commemoration of the Sixteen Day Campaign, through radio call in programmes, workshops and the dissemination of information as well as other opportunities for advocacy that are identified throughout the year. The areas dealt with in these projects are also matters dealt with under the Convention of Belem do Para.

The ministry is unable to give accurate information in this regard. In order to track these numbers accurately, an appropriate data base system will be required and efforts are on the way to begin the process. The state is also exploring the idea of partnering with International Funding Agencies and the Private Sector to establish a Shelter.

Frontline workers such as police, nurses, counselors, pastors, officers of the court and officers from the Ministry of Gender Affairs, have received specialized training to receive complaints and deal with victims.

Private spaces are provided by each of the above stakeholders referred to in 19 (a) to create an environment which will allow victims to feel free to make their complaints in privacy.

Comments CNA:


The Trafficking In Persons (Prevention) Act 2008 contains provisions which deal with the prevention and punishment of domestic and international trafficking in persons, especially women and children. The provisions are consistent with the Palermo Protocol. Trafficking in persons is regulated differently from forced prostitution.  The relevant sections in the said legislation are sections 3 and 5 which are annexed at the bottom of the document.  The said Act came into force on August 26th 2008.�
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
